ChartC Murders by Police Formatiofor Aug2018
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Sixteen (16murders were recorded for the month of August compared to 13 during the same time
last year (C 23%). This represents the third highest monthly murder count since the year began. There
was a notable spike in murder cases in the capital city, Belmopan, where 5 murders were recorded.
Five were also recorded from the Belize District, four (4) of which were deemed to have been gang-
related murders in Belize City: 2 in Precinct 1, 1 in Precinct 2, and 1 in Precinct 3.

For the period January to August 2018, the Belize District recorded 71 of the 108 murder or 66%. Belize
City accounted for 50 or 46% of murders during the same period. Half of the Belize City murders

occurred in Precinct 1.

MURDERS SHOOTINGS
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9 During the month of August, there were 13 non-fatal shootings, but none were reported in

Cayo and Stann Creek. Toledo did not report any incident of murder or shooting that month.

I Meanwhile, 8 of 13 shootings (61.5%) were reported in the Belize District, with 7 of those
being in the Belize City area.

9 Four of the 5 Belize District murders happened in Belize City; 3 of them deemed to have
been gang-related.

9 The Cayo District recorded 38% of the murders for the month, with the Belize District next in
line, accounting for 31.25%.
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Belize Crime

Murders and shootings for Augstin or nearhigh crime area.
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In early September, the Belize Crime Observatory joined personnel from
the Joint Intelligence Coordinating Center in the Belize Police
Department, to collect coordinates using GPS enabled devices. The
information was collected only for murders and shootings for the prior
month.

The map above shows the location of the Belize City murders and
shootings overlaid on a heat map layer showing where crimes in the City
have been most concentrated. The data reflect cases for January to
August 2018.

The August cases occurred either within or very close to areas with the
highest concentration of crimes.

There was no change in sexual violence cases reported for August 2018, in comparison with the
same month last year, but incidents of rape were down by 50% and incidents of unlawful sexual
intercourse by 40% compared to the prior month.

The Orange Walk and Belize Districts reported two cases of sexual violence for the month, while
Stann Creek reported a single case.

Sexual violence reports constituted 5% of major crimes cases reported in August.
There were 9 reports of sexual violence the previous month and 5 the same time last year.

There were a total of 16 sexual violence cases reported by police for the period January to
August 2018, down by 3 or 16%, from 19 during the same period last year.

Property Crimes

Robbery/Burglary/Theft (RBT):

Of the 100 major crimes reported for the month of August2018, Robbery, Burglary and Theft
accounted for almost 8 in 10 or 79%. Robberies totaled 18 (18%), Burglaries 57 (57%), and Theft 4
(4%).

About 5 out of every 10 RBT reports (46 cases or 58%) were recorded in the Belize Districiwhere
there were 11 robbery reports, 33 burglary reports, and 2 theft reports, representing 11%, 33% and
2% of all major crimes, respectively.

The Cayo and the Stann Creek District accounted for 10% and 14% of RBT for the month of August
2018.

shootings, due to a delay in reports from police sources.

Three (3) of the 4 murders which occurred in Belize City during the month of August were deemed to

have been gang-related.

Imprisonment

During the month of August 2018, 63 new
convictions (10 females and 53 males) were
recorded, with the largest percentage being in
the 18 to 25 age group. About 40% were for
illegal entry. The Belize and Cayo districts
accounted for 4 out of every 6 cases. There
were no convictions for murder, burglary or
sexual violence that month.

During the month, 11 people were remanded
for murder, 9 for sexual violence and 23 for
property crimes. A total of 73 people were
remanded to prison in August 2018.
